The Cape Breton Highlanders have proudly served Canada for more than 140 years. The unit was formed in 1871 as the Victoria
Provisional Battalion of Infantry in Cape Breton’s Victoria County. When the Guns of August 1914 heralded the Great War, the 94th
Victoria Regiment, Argyll Highlanders (as it was then designated), was “perhaps the most distinctly Highland Battalion in the forces of
the Empire, inasmuch as the Gaelic language was the mother tongue of eighty percent of its personnel.”

transferred to the Regular Force, and many others served on UN and NATO taskings including Kosovo and Afghanistan.

A truly historic moment came in 2011, on the 140th anniversary of the Regiment, when the Cape Breton Highlanders once more joined
the Order of Battle of Canada’s Armed Forces and the Regimental pipes and drums again play ‘Highland Laddie,” for those who served

and will continue to serve Canada as members of the Cape Breton Highlanders.
